While wait-
ing in line, let someone with fewer items go
ahead of you or allow someone who has
been waiting longer than you to move over
fo the check-out lane that just opened. Be
polite fo the cashier and take your cart
back to the corral when you are finished.
Explain to your child that actions like these
show that we value and respect others and
their properly.
